What are the Local Area Agreements?


Wolverhampton has been chosen as one of 21 areas to pilot a new way of joint working which enables more flexible, responsive services and a more responsive relationship between local and central government.

It recognises the progress that has already been made through partnership working in Wolverhampton, and paves the way for an exciting future of progress to improve the lives of our citizens.

The agreement brings together public services and will build on existing partnerships to address key priorities for tackling all areas of inequality across the city.


Under the Local Area Agreements clear targets will be set to reflect the needs and wishes of Wolverhampton residents.

Around 20 different funding streams – totalling £9.5million – have been brought together into three blocks structured around Children and Young People, Safer Stronger Communities and Healthier Communities and Older People.
